Environmental & Energy policy - Initiated 2024


This is the Environmental & Energy Policy of Framwellgate Moor Youth & Community Association (FMYCA)

Trustees consider that protecting the environment is a valuable contribution which they can make to the community. Environmental protection is perceived to be an integral part of efficient management in every sphere of the Association’s activities. Trustees comply with legislation, codes of practice and official guidance relevant to environmental protection (including The Environment Act 1995).
The Association aims to be compliant in regard to the centre’s organisation of buildings, equipment, activities and operations which affect the following:
1. Reducing the Community Centre’s impact on the environment
2. Providing effective waste management
3. Managing energy use to reduce carbon emissions
4. Ensuring the highest insulation of the building’s fabric
5. Establishing practices and sustainable efforts
6. Prioritising actions

1. Reducing the Community Centre’s impact on the environment
· Appointing an Environmental Champion to represent the Trustees.
· Producing Environmental Impact Reports.
· Focusing on external landscaping and biodiversity.
· Using water efficiently and with care. 
· Reduce or eliminate using non recyclable plastic products

2. Providing effective waste management
· Focusing internally to avoid waste and encourage re-use and recycling of resources.
· Focusing externally to avoid waste and maximising the use of ‘free’ resources (such as rain water, daylight, garden compost).
· Disposing of waste in a safe, responsible and environmentally appropriate way.

3. Managing energy use to reduce carbon emissions
· Making the most efficient use of energy by monitoring its usage and checking bills received.
· Undertaking energy audits at regular intervals.
· Creating a Centre heating system which is energy efficient, environmentally friendly and easily controllable.
· Managing utility contracts when nearing expiry.
· Minimising or eliminating all forms of pollution (such as chemical, noise).
· Promoting an environmental sense of responsibility and understanding for all centre users and employees.
· Ensuring that all internal and external lighting is effective and energy efficient, including internal messages to switch off when not required.




4. Ensuring the highest standard of insulation of the building’s fabric 
· Managing the energy performance rating of a building which is 150 years old and keeping the draft proofing in good condition.
· Ensuring the insulation level of all relevant sections of all buildings is maintained in good condition.

5. Establishing practices and sustainable efforts
· Seeking, where possible, to purchase from local or regional suppliers, in order to support our local community and minimize carbon emissions from transportation.
· Accounting for the environmental impact, lifetime and running costs of equipment when replacing or purchasing.
· Reduce air pollution and energy consumption resulting from unnecessary travel and encourage users of the Community Centre to travel on foot, by cycle or use public transport (ie reduce indirect emissions).
· Conserving and enhancing the natural environment surrounding the Community Centre and being sensitive to the impact of our activities on the local environment.
· Investigating a responsible green energy electricity supplier.
· Ongoing monitoring of the electrical generation via solar panels and battery storage.




This Policy will be reviewed annually and updated as necessary. The Trustees’ Management Committee endorses this Policy and is fully committed to its implementation.
